2009 UTILITY FEE EXEMPTIONS

RECOMMENDATIONS AND OPTIONS:
THAT Council:
A. Approve the following utility fee exemptions for 2009:

1. A water and sewer fee exemption ($600) to the Pitt Meadows Athletic
Association.

2. A water, sewer and drainage fee exemption ($625) to the Pitt Meadows Lions
Hall Society.

3. A water and sewer fee exemption ($600) to the Maple Ridge and Pitt
Meadows Tourism Society.

4. A water, sewer, and solid waste fee exemption ($815) for the Hoffman House
caretaker’s residence at 12265 Harris Road, Pitt Meadows, BC.

5. A water, solid waste and drainage fee exemption ($581) for the Cottonwood
Park caretaker’s residence at 17310 129 Avenue, Pitt Meadows, BC.

B. Other.

CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER'S COMMENTS:

PURPOSE:

To request Council approval for 2009 utility fee exemptions.
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BACKGROUND:

Each year Council is requested to approve by resolution, utility fee exemptions for
specific organizations and caretaker residences.

POLICY:

Council Policy C13 Exemption or Refund of Taxes and other Fees and Charges states
that under the enabling legislation in the Community Charter, the City can grant
exemptions for taxes or other fees or charges.

DISCUSSION:

The authority for providing assistance under the Community Charter is in Section 8§,
Fundamental Powers, which essentially confers “natural person” powers on the
municipality. Provision of assistance is subject to certain restrictions identified in
Sections 24 and 25. The fee exemptions identified above are not subject to the
restrictions in these sections.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:

The revenue projections in the 2009 budget contains allowances for the fee exemptions
noted above (total estimated exemptions $3,221).

SUMMARY:

Utility fee exemptions are authorized by a resolution of Council. All of the requested
exemptions were authorized in 2008.

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PITT MEADOWS POLICY MANUAL | POLICY NO. C13

SUBJECT: Approved by Council: Dec. 21, 1993
Exemption or Refund of Taxes and | Reconfirmed by Council: August 7,
Other Fees & Charges 2001

PURPOSE:

To ensure that the District operates fairly and within its statutory powers with respect to
any charges made to the public, and refunds or modifications thereto.

BACKGROUND:

Under the Local Government Act ("Act"), the District can grant exemptions for taxes, or
other fees or charges, as specifically detailed in the Act. If Council wishes to grant an
exemption for taxes or other fees or charges beyond this, it must seek additional authority
from the Province.

If the tax, fee or charge was imposed or calculated in error by the District, the District has
the power to correct the error.

The statutory limitation period is normally six months from the date the error was made,
and can be extended up to two years if there is a reasonable excuse that the District was
not notified within this period, or in a situation of undue hardship.

POLICY:

L. Where the Act makes provisions for dealing with errors, the stated procedures
therein shall be followed.

2. No exemptions or refunds of any taxes, or other fees or charges shall be made

unless the charge was made due to an error on the part of the District and the
District is notified of the claim for refund within the statutory limitation period.

3. All such exemptions or refunds must be approved by the Director of Corporate
Services and the Chief Administrative Officer.
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
