CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER'S COMMENTS:

PURPOSE:

To seek Council approval of a housekeeping amendment to Development
Services Fee Bylaw No. 2258, 2006 to establish an Administrative Fee for
Applications for Abeyance to Noise Control Bylaw No. 2138, 2003.

BACKGROUND:

The Community Charter Act grants Council the authority to provide for the
regulation of nuisances, disturbances and other objectionable situations within

the City and for the recuperation of staff time when processing applications for
abeyance to Noise Control Bylaw No. 2138, 2003.

POLICY:

There are no applicable policies.
FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:

None
DISCUSSION:

This housekeeping amendment involves including a fee for processing
applications for abeyance to Noise Control Bylaw No. 2138, 2003, a bylaw to
provide for the regulation and prohibition of certain sounds within the City of
Pitt Meadows.

Construction is permitted between 0700 hours and 2100 hours but may not be
carried out on a Sunday or statutory holiday if the construction disturbs the
peace and quiet. Where it is impossible or impractical to complete work within
the designated time, the Director of Operations and Development Services may
give written approval to carry on the work after the permitted hours. A person
may carry out construction on their residence on a Sunday or statutory holiday
between the hours of 0900 hours and 1800 hours, provided that such
construction is not being carried out for gain or profit.

With the increase in the number of applications for abeyance to Noise Control
Bylaw 2138, 2003 the administration fee of $100.00 proposed is intended to
account for extra staff time necessary to process the application. Staff reviews
the application, recommends to the applicant who in the surrounding area must
be notified and provides an opportunity for the public to respond to the abeyance
application. In those communities where abeyances can be granted an
application fee similar to what is proposed in this report is charged.
