Danny Kok:

- Introduction of everyone at the table

- Objective of committee is to find solutions to neighbourhood issues

- This committee is for the issues regarding BC Driving Centre (Apron 4) and not a forum for
general airport issues

- Objective of current meeting is to hear from everyone and identify issues so we can move ahead
with solutions

- OnSunday, Mr. Kok went to visit some neighbours and also did sound readings from each area

- 73 dB was the highest rating that registered near the corner of Ford Road and Ford Detour

- No measurable noise at Baynes Road and Ford Road

- Recognized the importance of good communication

Issues:

- It was clarified that the issues were not with Driving Unlimited as a company, but with other
tenants of the facility

- Automotive noises in evening

- Public address system — clarified to be speech, not music

- Noise from tires

- Exhaust noise

- Witnessed careless driving acts such as speeding on Ford Road, not stopping at three-way stop

- Was discussed that the above driving acts happen regularly on Ford Road and are not
necessarily anything to do with tenants of the site
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- Concern was expressed for witnessing drivers not come to a complete stop at the end of the
driveway at Apron 4 ‘

- It was noted that there used to be a large buffer with the trees to the north as well as the
nursery plantings to the west — with these removed, noise is reaching farther

Responses

- Noise from motorcycles was handled in 08 by suspending motorcycle events

- Noise from autocross was handled in 08 by suspending autocross events

- Mr. Neale noted that there have been a few break-ins to the site in the evenings — perhaps
causing some of the offending incidents in the evening

- Autocross normally finishes operations at 5pm —however they have been “testing” the course
on setup the evening prior

- Autocross has a loose regulation of no driving before 9:30am, but there are engines running

- Autocross course is currently designed with a “start gate” that perhaps directs exhaust noise in a
certain direction

- One motorcycle at Mr.Cook’s event had an open exhaust, leading to offensive noise

- Mayor Maclean noted that it is up to the property owner to install a stop sign, as there are not
normally stop signs at the end of private driveways

Outcomes

- It was agreed that the intent was not to prevent the autocross clubs or Mr.Cook or Driving
Unlimited from conducting business

- It was expressed by Mr. Yee and Mr. Rhodes that they will work to fix the issues as they would
like to continue using the facility

- It was agreed that the autocross clubs and Mr. Cook’s motorcycle school would implement in
initial 3 events each to show their compliance with new noise regulations

- Residents will be informed of the schedule and will be invited out to the events to see how they
operate and understand more about the programs

- NOTE: Driving Unlimited will investigate if we can host a schedule on our website

Autocross clubs will implement specific strict regulations for the Apron 4 location
Stricter sound limitations (92dB)
No driving at all during set-up evenings
No engines running before 9:30am

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ATTACHMENT C

Good Neighbour Policy Pursuant to Temporary Use Permit No. 2008 - 002

This policy outlines guidelines that will be maintained by the Permittee (Pitt Meadows Airport) and by the
Operator (Driving Unlimited) in conjunction with the use of Apron 4.

Responsibilities of Operator:

The Operator will ensure that the following guidelines are disseminated and adhered to by the autocross and
motorcycle organizations;

o No testing the course during set-up evenings

e Limited use of PA system — with speakers aimed from the west to the east

e No music played over the PA or loud car stereos

¢ Announcements only as necessary and not on a continuous basis

e  Eventdriving times start at 9:30 am and conclude at 4:30 pm

¢ Noise limit on the pad of 92 db strictly enforced

e Noise violators to be banned from all club events on Apron 4

e  Course design to be modified to direct noise away from residences

e Course design to reduce wheelspin at launch

e Zero tolerance for burn-outs and squealing of tires

e Course designed to reduce tire lock-up

e Speed limits and stop signs strictly enforced and obeyed at all times on access road and on public streets
e Allrules posted on websites and handouts with these regulations given at registration
e .The following clause will be inserted in the supplementary event regulations:

“all vehicles must be muffled, with a maximum allowable sound level of 92 db. After one warning, disqualification
will result. Final judgment rests on acceptability of sound levels, regardless of measured sound level, and is based
on evaluation of the sounds impact on the event environment and rests with the event chair or other official.”

Responsibilities of Permittee

s Investigate the possibility of construction of sound barriers or mass plantings of trees/shrubs (subject to
approval of governing aeronautic authorities) .
e  Ensure that the Operator abides by City bylaws, such as Noise Bylaw
e  FErect stop sign at the foot of the access road off Ford Road
Conflict Resolution
In the case of complaints, the process to resolve such issues will be as follows (in order of priority):
1. Contact Operator (Danny Kok, Driving Unlimited 604-828-5450)
2. Contact Permittee (Bill Neale 604-230-8996)

3. Advanced Driver Stakeholder Committee to discuss

4. In the case that no resolution can be found within the above steps, a Pitt Meadows Bylaw Enforcement Officer,
or the RCMP, will be contacted.

Pitt Meadows Airport Apron 4 - Process Summary
This is a summary of the events that have taken place to date in regards to the operations on Apron 4.

in the summer of 2008, Apron 4 hosted events for the first time such as motorcycle training and
autocross events {skills competition automohiles). These events produced noises that were different to
what the local neighbours were used to hearing. These sounds (although all below the allowable dB
limit) consisted of tire squealing, exhaust noise and announcements from a PA system. Understandably,
the local neighbours became nervous as they did not know if this was going to become a common
occurrence, and they had no idea who to contact. Because of that, they made regular calls to the City of
Pitt Meadows.

This issue was brought in front of council and it was decided by council that a neighbourhood committee
should be formed to deal with these issues in a way that can ensure the events move forward without
negative impact on the residents.

We have had two meetings with the neighbours. The first meeting was held on January 28" at City Hall
and included the mayor. The purpose of the meeting was for the neighbourhood group to meet the
principals of the Airport as well as Driving Unlimited and to discuss the issues at hand. It was made clear
that the issues were not with the regular Driving Unlimited usage of the site, but the ancillary events
consisting of autocross and motorcycle training. The neighbours shared their concerns which were:

e Noise from the tires
e Noise from the exhaust of vehicles/motorcycles
e Talking over the PA system

As a result of this meeting and the issues, a comprehensive document of Supplementary Regulations
and a Good Neighbour Policy was drawn up. This document was circulated to the city as well as to the
neighbours and was approved by all the neighbours. The document is on file with the city.

The next step was to run some “test” events implementing the new guidelines to determine whether
these changes worked to improve noise conditions for the residents. We ran numerous test events in
both dry and wet weather with success. The new regulations worked and we have not had a single
complaint from the neighbours. The neighbours were invited to view each event and were given a daily
update of events taking place.

After the test events, we asked the neighbours for their support in amending our temporary use permit
to include autocross and motorcycle usage. We received their support without any hesitation or
objection. The events will continue to follow the supplementary regulations as filed with the city.

The neighbours are confident that {a) we have proper regulations in place for usage and noise, (b) those
regulations are strictly monitored and enforced by Driving Unlimited, and {c) Driving Unlimited principals
are pro-active and approachable and are committed to keeping the lines of communication open.

There is regular communication between Driving Unlimited and the neighbours. There is a process in
place to deal with any complaints that starts with calling Driving Unlimited so that it gets dealt with
immediately. The neighbours also have met many of the organizers of the events and have direct
communication with them as well to deal with issues. The result of this is that any item that could

become an issue is dealt with at the ground level and there will no Ionger'be any calls to the City of Pitt
Meadows.

In overview, we feel that the clubs have worked extremely hard to satisfy the neighbours’ concerns.
There is an open line of communication between the clubs and the neighbours and between Driving
Unlimited and the neighbours. We have a strong relationship with the neighbours and they are all
supportive of the additional activities on Apron 4. Local businesses also support the activities of the
clubs because they see a positive financial benefit.

We at Driving Unlimited will continue to monitor all events and will continue to work with the clubs and
the neighbours to ensure that there will not be any negative impact to the community. The clubs have
all been sensitive to the concerns of the neighbours and will continue to work at reducing the noise -
impact. The Mayor has also been kept abreast of the communication between Driving Unlimited and the
neighbours and he will be able to confirm the positive support of the neighbours for these events.

It is important to note that this entire process was undertaken solely in response to resident, not city
issues. All of these resident issues have been addressed and rectified to their satisfaction. They have all
given us their support. It should then follow that the temporary use permit is amended to include
autocross and motorcycle events and issued with no further delay, as all of the conditions have been
satisfied.
