Future of the Region Sustainability Dialogues: Agriculture Forwarded

The Board forwarded the report dated March 12, 2009, titled “Future of the Region Sustainability
Dialogues: Agriculture” to member municipalities, and other related agencies for their information
and comment.

The report summarizes six sets of regional dialogues about the regional economy, regional
growth, transportation, waste management, climate change and agriculture. Metro Vancouver
hosted the dialogues in 2008, in collaboration with local chambers of commerce and boards of
trade.

Implementation of Metro Vancouver’s Wood Stove Exchange Program Approved

The intent of the program is to reduce the impact of wood smoke by providing an incentive for
residents to replace old and uncertified wood burning appliances with new, lower emission
appliances, such as certified wood stoves, pellet stoves and high-efficiency gas stoves or
fireplaces.

The Board directed staff to publish Metro Vancouver’s intention to work with the individual wood-
burning appliance retailers and enter into agreements to carry out the program.

Intergovernmental Committee - 2009 Strategic Priorities and Actions Approved

The Board approved three motions:

1/ It tabled a motion to appoint the Chair, Vice-Chair and three additional Metro Vancouver
Board Directors as members to the Premier’s Liaison Committee.

2/ It appointed the following Metro Vancouver directors as Metro Vancouver
iaisons/ambassadors” to build relationships with specific first nations:

* Squamish Nation - Director Pamela Goldsmith-Jones

* Tsleil-Waututh Nation - Vice-Chair Richard Walton

* Musqueam Indian Band - Director Maria Harris

 Katzie First Nation - Director Don McLean

* Kwikwetlem First Nation - Director Ralph Drew

3/ The Board determined an annual budget for Metro Vancouver’s international engagement will
include:

¢ Commitment to at least three fact finding trips per year (such as the Sweden infrastructure,
U.K. housing tours)

* Commitment to participating in not more than four international organizations (The Sustainable
Cities: PLUS Network; United Cities and Local Governments; Metropolis and ICLEI - Local
Governments for Sustainability) with attendance of a maximum of two directors at one annual
meeting of each organization

* Commitment to building a special relationship with at least 2 cities (one in a ‘developed’ country
and one in a ‘developing’ country) with the aim of linking these together in a mini network (could
use the PLUS Network as a starting point)

* Commitment to hosting visiting officially sanctioned delegations from other countries

* Provide for contingency funds for unanticipated opportunities (e.g., the Water vonference in
Istanbul).

Board Travel Policy and Budget

The travel policy for board and committee members is established through the Board and
Committee Remuneration Bylaw. The 2009 budget provides for about $226,000 in expenses. To
date, about $104,000 is committed.

Audited 2008 Financial Statements Approved

The Board approved the Audited 2008 Financial Statements for the Greater Vancouver Regional
District, the Metro Vancouver Housing Corporation, the Greater Vancouver Sewerage and
Drainage District and the Greater Vancouver Water District.

2008 Financial Results Year-End Received
The financial results for 2008 show an overall consolidated surplus position of $26.7 million, net
of a $1.4 million deficit in solid waste, for all districts as well as the housing corporation.

Status of Reserves Approved
The board approved the application of reserves as set out in Schedules 1, 2 and 3 of the report
titled “Status of Reserves” dated March 27, 2009.

Building Maintenance and Improvements Re 5945 Kathleen Ave. Approved
The Board approved additional 2009 expenditures of $600,000 for the first phase of maintenance

and minor improvement work at Metro Vancouver’s head office in Burnaby.

Charter, Metro Vancouver Port Cities and Port Metro Vancouver Approved

A new charter, signed by the chairs of Metro Vancouver, the Vancouver Fraser Port Authority
and the Chair of Metro Vancouver Port Cities Committee, formalizes the relationship and
establishes ongoing liaison between the agencies.

Proposed Resolutions to FCM on Criminal Code Reform Approved

At an April 4, 2009 special meeting of the Mayors Committee, the committee discussed policing
issues and the need for criminal law reform. A list of issues facing law enforcement agencies
was developed into a resolution that asks the Government of Canada to amend the Criminal
Code of Canada and other relevant legislation to address the issues.
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Tsawwassen First Nation Membership to the Greater Vancouver Regional Received
District and Greater Vancouver Water District

The entry of Tsawwassen First Nation into the Greater Vancouver Regional District is in
accordance with a treaty negotiated between Canada, B.C. and the first nation. Tsawwassen
First Nation and the Greater Vancouver Water District also negotiated the first nation’s entry into
the water district. The first nation became a member of both the GVRD and GVWD on April 3,
2009.

Tsawwassen First Nation Joins Metro Vancouver on Final
Agreement Effective Date

At the Metro Vancouver meeting on April 24" Tsawwassen First Nation Chief
Kim Baird took the Oath of Office to serve as the Tsawwassen Director on the
Metro Vancouver (Greater Vancouver Regional District) Board. Tsawwassen
Councillor Andrew Bak will be serving as the alternate Director. Tsawwassen
became Metro Vancouver's newest member as of April 3", the Tsawwassen
First Nation Final Agreement effective date.

As a member of Metro Vancouver, Tsawwassen receives all the core
mandatory regional services from the regional district, such as air quality,
strategic planning, 9-1-1 and general government.

During effective date celebrations on April 3, Tsawwassen also signed an
entry agreement with the Greater Vancouver Water District. Tsawwassen is
not a member of the Greater Vancouver Sewerage and Drainage District,
which is an optional service.

LMTAC Provides Updates to Municipal Councils

LMTAC is undertaking a series of presentations to member Councils and
Boards this spring, providing briefings on the status of Agreement-in-Principle
(AIP) negotiations at both the Katzie and Tsleil-Waututh treaty tables, the
proposed Recognition and Reconciliation Act, and other aboriginal policy
topics. Council presentations to-date include Maple Ridge, City of Langley and
Pitt Meadows, with upcoming briefings scheduled with Surrey and both the
District and City of North Vancouver.

Update on Proposed Rights and Reconciliation Legislation

On March 14", 2009, the Province of British Columbia and the First Nations
Leadership Council (FNLC) announced the delay of indigenous rights and
reconciliation legislation, pending further consultation with stakeholder groups.
The Province has committed to hold a consultation forum on the legislation
with the Union of BC Municipalities (UBCM) First Nations Relations Committee
in the near future. LMTAC looks forward to participating in the consultation
forums through UBCM.
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LMTAC BOARD MEETING HIGHLIGHTS

March 25, 2009

LMTAC Members received a presentation from the
Tsleil-Waututh Nation on their Stewardship Policy
initiative at the March 2009 Board meeting. The
Policy presents several issues, questions and
concerns for local government, and LMTAC is
working with both the Ministry of Aboriginal
Relations and Reconciliation and the Ministry of
Community Development in addressing this topic.

April 22™, 2009

At the April 2009 Board meeting, LMTAC Members
were briefed on the Integrated Land Management
Bureau (ILMB) First Nations Relations Initiative,
and considered mechanisms for involving local
governments in the ILMB Initiative.

Negotiations at the Tsleil-Waututh table continue,
with Parties meeting monthly. A workshop on
environmental review processes was the topic of
the February 17" Tsleil-Waututh MTWG, followed
by a Chief Negotiators' meeting on February 18"
Parties met on March 10", for a MTWG discussion
of the draft AIP Role Outside chapter. Table work
planning was discussed during an Aprit 7"
conference call, however Aprii MTWG meetings
were cancelled.

The next MTWG meetings are scheduled for May
26™ and 27" in North Vancouver, with discussion
topics including the draft AIP Governance chapter.

Councillor Alan Nixon is the LMTAC representative
to the Tsleil-Waututh negotiations.

NEGOTIATION UPDATES

Katzie Table (Stage 4)

Progress in Katzie Agreement-in-Principle (AIP)
negotiations continues, with Parties recently
committing to 2-3 meetings per month until March
2010. Recent Main Table Working Group (MTWG)
meetings in February and March discussed the
draft AIP  Finance, Taxation, Lands and
Governance Chapters. Parties also adopted a
rolling draft AIP to consolidate chapter
development into a single document. At MTWG
meetings on April 28" & 29" Parties discussed the
draft AIP Role Outside, Culture and Heritage, and
General Provisions chapters.

A MTWG conference call is scheduled for May 15",
with MTWG meetings scheduled June 23 and 24"
in Pitt Meadows. The Local Government Relations
chapter is included as a discussion topic for June.

Councillor Mel Kositsky is the LMTAC
representative to the Katzie negotiations.

]Technical and Strategic Working Group (TSWG)‘

TSWG Members met April 2" for further
consideration of the Tsleil-Waututh  Nation
Stewardship Policy. Members were also updated
on several treaty table related topics of interest.

The next scheduled TSWG meeting is May 14"
and all interested local government staff are
encouraged to attend.

{ Finance and Administration Sub-Committee

A FASC meeting was held April 8" and members
considered several agenda topics, including
revisions to the LMTAC operating procedures as
they relate to Board elections and LMTAC
participation at the May 6"-8" Lower Mainland
Local Government Association (LMLGA) Annual
General Meeting.

The next FASC meeting is tentatively scheduled on
June 3" to initiate 2010 Budget discussions.
