Dedication of Land as Regional Park GVRD Bylaw No. 1111, 2009 Approved
A regional district must dedicate land as park by way of a bylaw. Once dedicated, the land

cannot be put to non-park uses. Lands at Capilano River, Burns Bog, Barnston Island, Blaney
Bog, Kanaka Creek, Derby Reach and Matsqui Trail became dedicated park lands.

Improvement Project — GVRD Bylaw No. 1113, 2009 Approved

The board approved the sale of less than half an acre of land in Capilano Regional Park to the
District of North Vancouver for its Capilano Road improvement project.

GVRD Financial Plan Bylaw No. 1116, 2009 Approved

The Board approved a five-year financial plan for the Greater Vancouver Regional District, as
required by the B.C. Local Government Act.
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GVRD Temporary Borrowing Authority — Bylaw No. 1114, 2009 Approved

The Board authorized the Greater Vancouver Regional District to temporarily borrow, in 2010, a
sum which shall not exceed $12 million at any one time. The previous limit was $10 million.

GVRD Geospatial Reference System Fees and Charges Bylaw No. 1115, Approved
2009

The Board approved a bylaw that includes a mechanism for allocation of net costs to member
municipalities, as well as a fee structure for private sector users, for its Geospatial Reference
System services.
