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8.9  Community Commercial

The intent of the Community Commercial Zone is to provide for convenience 
shopping and personal services to residents of surrounding neighbourhoods, the 
provisions of this section shall be interpreted and applied in accordance with this 
intent

8.9.1  Permitted Uses:
(a) Financial Institutions;
(b) Business and professional offices;
(c) Restaurants and licensed premises (excluding drive-in restaurants);
(d) Medical and dental offices and clinics;
(e) Personal services;
(f) Indoor recreation facilities;
(g) Retail sale and rental of personal, household and business goods;

specifically excluding gas stations  & highway commercial uses;
(h) Accessory residential;
(i) Buildings and uses accessory to any permitted uses.

8.9.2  Conditions of Use

Every business or undertaking shall be conducted wholly within a completely 
enclosed building, except for parking and loading facilities, restaurants and the 
temporary display, during business hours only, of goods for sale at retail

8.9.3 Site Requirements
Minimum site area shall be 560² (6,028 sq. ft.). 

8.9.4 Dimensions of Buildings and Structures
8.9.4.1 All buildings and structures together shall not exceed a site 

coverage of 50%. 
8.9.4.2 The height of a principal building shall not exceed 7.5 m 

(24.61 feet) from the established grade.
8.9.4.3 Accessory buildings and structures:

(a) shall not cover a total of more than 10% of the lot area;
(b) shall not exceed a height of 4.3 m (14.11 feet) or one 

storey from established grade



8.9.5 Siting

All buildings and structures shall be sited not less than:

(a) 6 m (19.68 ft) from the rear lot line;

(b) 6 m (19.68 ft) from any lot boundary which abuts a residential zone 
(with a 3.0 m wide landscaped buffer designed and maintained in 
accordance with the requirements of Part D, 3.5); otherwise, no 
interior side lot line setback shall be required.
