The meeting was called to order at 6:05 p.m. 
A. ADOPTION OF AGENDA 

MOVED by Councillor Elkerton, SECONDED by Councillor Walters, THAT 
the agenda for the July 17, 2007 Council in Committee Meeting, be 
adopted.

B. ADOPTION OF MINUTES 

1. Minutes of the July 3, 2007 Council in Committee Meeting.  

MOVED by Councillor Eisel, SECONDED by Councillor Elkerton, THAT 
the Minutes of the Council in Committee Meeting held on July 3, 2007, be 
amended as shown in italics:

“D.3 Request from Run of the River Power Inc. for Council Comments 

on Hydro Electric Project Proposal. (01-0540-01)  
 

B. Provide the following comments to Run of the River Power 
Inc.:  While Pitt Meadows Council neither supports nor 
opposes these projects, Council supports alternative green 
energy projects subject to the mitigation of any negative 
environmental impacts and assuming the least amount of 
impact on Pitt Meadows, including the potential negative 
impact on Tourism.”

C. DELEGATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS 

1. Skateboard Park Update. 

The General Manager of Community Development, Parks and Recreation 
Services provided information on two proposed sites for the Skateboard 
Park relocation, which is currently located beside the Pitt Meadows Family 
Recreation Centre.  Maps of these sites are included as Attachment 1 and 
Attachment 2 and form part of these minutes.  Attachment 2 also includes 
an area designated for a proposed caretaker’s residence, whose presence 
will be beneficial during prime times that the area is used. 

The Committee discussed relocating the skateboard park to Harris Road 
Park, as a caretaker residence already exists; deconstruction of the 
current site will start in October, 2007. 
Concern was expressed about relocating to Athletic Park in South 
Bonson, as currently it is not on a public transit route; TransLink has 
previously committed to implementing a transit route when the population 
increases in the area. 
Currently, the School Board does not support the proposed location near 
Pitt Meadows Elementary school (Attachment 1), but would support a site 
near a High School.  

MOVED by Councillor Elkerton, SECONDED by Councillor Becker, THAT 
Parks & Leisure Services staff be authorized to consult the public 
regarding input on an appropriate relocation site for the Skateboard Park.

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D. REPORTS  

1. 2007 Freshet Response Activity Summary. (7130-02)  

The Director of Corporate Services provided a brief overview of the 
Freshet outlining three key points: 
1. Received approval from the Province for $1.9 million, which allowed 

necessary dyke upgrades to be completed.  
2. Commended City staff on the excess of 1600 hours of time spent 

implementing a flood plan; this preparation has provided a template 
for future emergency responses. 

3. EOC Level 1 activation occurred during June 6 – 14, 2007 when 
the Mission river levels exceeded 5 metres. 

The Director of Corporate Services explained that the City did incur costs; 
a claim has been submitted to the province and these are included in the 
most recent budget amendment. 
 
MOVED by Councillor Walters, SECONDED by Councillor Eisel, THAT the 
Committee recommends THAT Council receive for information the report 
by the Director of Corporate Services dated July 5, 2007.

2. Development Permit No. 2006-001 Amendment – Sawyers Landing 
Phase 3A. (3060-20-2007-04-P)  
 
The Director of Operations & Development Services provided an overview 
of the development permit.   
 
The Committee had the following questions, which were responded to by 
the applicant, Charles Fawkes of Mosaic Homes 
 
• Concern about leakage due to change in gable roof to a flat roof; the 

Committee was assured that leakage would not occur as a low slope is 
provided. 

• Why were attics taken out of the plan; main parlour was open and 
storage existed already; it was felt the need for it was not required. 

• Was the material for the roof tar and gravel; it is a torched on 
membrane roof, similar to the Coho design. 

 
MOVED by Councillor Eisel, SECONDED by Councillor Walters, THAT the 
Committee recommends THAT Council authorize the amendment to 
Development Permit No. 2006-001.

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3. Temporary Commercial Use Permit - Renewal Application – 19675 
Meadow Gardens Way. (6635-20-2005-01)  
 
The Director of Operations & Development Services provided a brief 
overview of the development permit, explaining that conditions from the 
initial permit are still in effect and the project has only been extended, with 
completion no later than June 30, 2009. 
 
MOVED by Councillor Eisel, SECONDED by Councillor Walters, THAT the 
Committee recommends THAT Council authorize the renewal of 
Temporary Commercial Use Permit No. 2005-001 for the property located 
at 19675 Meadow Gardens Way. 

CARRIED. 

4. Bylaw Nos. 2324, 2007, 2330, 2007, 2331, 2007, and 2332, 2007: Golf 
Course Rezoning – 13615 Harris Road & 19675 Meadow Gardens 
Way. (3900-20-2324, 2007)  
 
The Director of Operations & Development Services provided an overview 
of the bylaws.  Staff indicated the word “fencing” should be replaced with 
“safety netting” in Section 7.3.7 (c) and (d) of Bylaw No. 2330, 2007. 
 
Ms. Grout indicated that the two golf courses are currently zoned 
Agricultural (AG), preventing the City from approving any building permit 
applications for them.  Therefore, staff proposed the new zone, 
Agricultural Golf Course (AGC).  Council were assured that the new 
zoning does not allow hotel use.  The two golf courses have been 
contacted by the City and are in favour of the new zoning. 
 
MOVED by Councillor Eisel, SECONDED by Councillor Walters, THAT the 
Committee recommends THAT Council:

No. 2330, 2007 and Schedule a Public Hearing for the September

Nos. 2324, 2007 and 2331, 2007 and Schedule a Public Hearing 
for the September 4, 2007 Regular Meeting of Council; and 

 
C. Grant First, Second and Third Readings to Sign Amendment Bylaw 

No. 2332, 2007. 
CARRIED. 
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5. Bylaw Nos. 2329, 2007 and 2334, 2007: Light Industrial/Business Park 
(M6) Zone - Light Industrial/Business Park Development Permit 
Guidelines. (3900-20-1250, 2007)  

The Director of Operations & Development Services provided an overview 
of the bylaws.  Ms. Grout defined light impact as industry which is a wholly 
enclosed business within a building.  The guidelines proposed are to 
encourage sustainable and green building practices within this area.  
 
Discussion ensued regarding the area north of the proposed light 
industrial area; the Airport Society prefers it to remain Agricultural (AG). 
Staff was directed to modify the wording in the guidelines to read 
mandatory rather than encouraged on the CEPTED report. 

MOVED by Councillor Eisel, SECONDED by Councillor Elkerton, THAT 
the Committee recommends THAT Council: 

 A. Grant First and Second Readings to Land Use Amendment Bylaw 
No. 2329, 2007 and Schedule a Public Hearing for the September 
4, 2007 Regular Meeting of Council; and 

B. Grant First and Second Readings to Official Community Plan 
Amendment Bylaw No. 2334, 2007 and Schedule a Public Hearing 
for the September 4, 2007 Regular Meeting of Council.

6. Bylaw No. 2333, 2007: Amended Financial Plan. (1700-06)  
 

The Director of Corporate Services provided an overview of the 
amendment and highlighted the following: 
 
1. $1.9 million Mitigation Floodworks to dykes brought into Financial 

Plan. 
2. “Housekeeping” amendments for projects uncompleted in 2006 

carried forward (ie: Sawyers Landing parking lot, municipal 
courtyard renovation, washroom facilities at Waterfront Park). 

 
MOVED by Councillor Tolchard, SECONDED by Councillor Elkerton, 
THAT The Committee recommends THAT Council grant First, Second, 
and Third Readings to the 2007 Amended Financial Plan Bylaw No. 2333, 
2007.

Mr. Rear said that as part of the Community Charter, the Financial Plan 
amendment will be advertised to allow public input, and reported at a 
future Council meeting.
